Berger passionate about environment
and youth development

IF we can inculcate a
culture of protecting the
environment, as well as
being healthy into our
youths, then we would
have adults who are
more environmentally
friendly and healthy
adults in Barbados.

As noted by Andrea
Duguid Regional
Marketing Manager for
Berger Paints, Regional,
as she presented the
Sponsorship cheque to
Ricardo Marshall, Co-or-
dination of the National

Primary School
Programme recently, the
Berger Royale

Environment Award,

married not only their
love for the youth and
their development in
Barbados but also in-
volved protecting the en-
vironment, which she
noted was a key area
that was too easily over-
looked.

“I see lots of people
throwing garbage on the
street and we are not re-
ally in tune to how we
can protect our environ-
ment and I believe shap-
ing young minds into the
belief that the environ-
ment is ours to protect,
can go a long way in hav-
ing adults that are more
responsible in how we
consume, how we use,
and how we dispose of

waste,” she noted.

Stating that even with
companies like Berger
who was an ISO 14000
certified company, she
further noted that being
environmentally aware,
was a key issue, ranging
from what and how they
made their paints as
well as how their prod-
ucts were disposed.

As stressed by Duguid,
having the youth at that
tender age thinking
about protecting their
environment from early,
would only mean that
they grew up into more
responsible adults as it
pertained to the environ-
ment, including how
they used their products,

and disposed of them.

“ If their whole con-
sciousness is awaken
from such a young age, it
becomes a way of life, a
way of thinking and not
something that we have
to try to change our be-
haviour in doing. That is
why we find this to be
such a wonderful oppor-
tunity for us, because it
marries youth, it mar-
ries the environment, it
marries something in
terms of health of the
students as well, because
part of it is the Road ten-
nis which is something
that Berger feels partic-
ularly passionate about
being a Barbadian
game,” she explained.

level. We hope to
stream this live event on
the internet so that
Barbadians, Caribbean
people and the global
community will partici-
pate, though virtually in
this very important
event,” she said.

The conference, which
is being held in
Barbados for the first
time since 2007, will also
mark the occasion of
Barbados assuming the

chairmanship of CARI-
COM from the July 1 to
December 31, 2015 pe-
riod and is expected to
see as many as 150 dele-
gates gather to deliber-
ate on a range of issues
considered to be of im-
portance to the region.
With that in mind, the
Foreign Affairs and
Foreign Trade Minister
explained that she could
not give any further de-
tails on the three-day
conference as the agenda
is still being finalised.
